Suggested Funds Method

During the past year we have been working on and succeeding in several new programs to assist our families in the programs or looking to place their child. These programs are designed for families to look for additional funds over and above the various lending institutes available and can help make the difference between completion and leaving early due to financial constraints. 

Each family has a nucleus of acquaintances in their lives. This gives them the opportunity to ask for support in a heartfelt way from these people. It also gives them an avenue to stress the programs and cross-market and get a potential for referrals. A growing number of families have done well with the suggested funds method and have succeeded in acquiring substantial funds. The suggested funds method is unique and will be a great tool in helping the entire community.

The basic structure of the suggested funds method is involving friends, family and businesses to donate to help our kids. In requesting support the family would write their family code on the back of an envelope that they will supply. The appeal information should contain information such as that the CS Landre Foundation is an approved 501(c)(3) public benefits non-profit corporation like the heart association or children’s international. Our mission is saving kids lives by supporting at-risk programs around the world. It is their (the contributor’s) chance at helping change the direction of special youth. They receive a 100% tax benefit statement from the foundation. Funds over $250 will be acknowledged upon deposit. 

Upon receipt of the funds, the foundation will process the deposit and clear the funds. We will memo hold the funds for the program and help the families with 90% to the school account and 10% going to help others in need of assistance. In this fashion the families who make the connections, solicit the assistance and get the contributions can benefit in the program plus help everyone else in need of support in the various approved programs.

The funds disbursement is quick and at the discretion of the foundation. We have been very successful in helping those that help us. The key to this program is that it is at the discretion of the foundation as to where the funds will go. It is the difference between designated or suggested funds.
